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 Operating revenue increased by 3% to €177.6Mn, mainly driven by the strength of the specialty pharmaceutical business,
where sales rose 5%. Total revenue increased by 2% to €178.5Mn in 9M 2015.

 The clinical trial of Risperidone ISM “PRISMA-2” has successfully finished. Final positive results to be announced
before ending the year.

 For 2016, ROVI expects operating revenue to grow from high single digit to low double digit.

 Outstanding performance of Bemiparin in Spain: +6% growth to €36.5Mn.

 Good performance of Absorcol & Vytorin & Orvatez: sales increase of 10%.

 Sales of Hirobriz and Ulunar, both products for patients with COPD launched in Spain in Q4 2014, reached €4.7Mn.

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Good revenue level with outstanding Bemiparin
growth in Spain

Total operating revenue (€Mn) Bemiparin sales (€Mn)

 Operating revenue at €177.6Mn, reaching a 3% growth achieved on:

 5% growth in prescription-based products;

 8% growth in contrast agents and other hospital products;

 -3% growth in toll manufacturing; and

 OTC and other revenues decreased by 8% (including revenue from distribution licenses).

 Bemiparin, ROVI’S flagship product internally developed, reached sales of €54.2Mn (2% rise vs 9M 2014). Sales grew
by 6% in the domestic market.

 SG&A expenses increased by 5% to €71.5Mn in 9M 2015 mainly due to recent product launches such as Hirobriz,
Ulunar, Volutsa and Orvatez. However, excluding the impact of the launches mentioned above, which contributed
expenses of €3.3 million euros in 9M 2015, SG&A expenses would increase by 1%. Also, the SG&A increase in 9M
2015 reflected ROVI investment effort in human capital to address pneumologists and primary care, main targets of
Hirobriz and Ulunar products.

 R&D expenses increased by 44% to €12.8Mn mainly due to:

 the development of the Risperidone-ISM® Phase II trial; and

 the performing of development activities of the formulation for the Risperidone-ISM phase III trial and the
Letrozole-ISM phase I trial.

 On 27 Nov 2014, a deep tax reform was approved by law. These
tax measures, that have been in force since Jan 2015, will
positively affect ROVI income statement and income tax payable
rate. ROVI expects to maintain an effective tax rate from mid to
high single digit for the following years.
